Background of the project

Our democracy is being threatened by the spreading of racist and discriminatory ideologies, increasingly via online media. „Hate speech” refers to publicly supporting different forms of human rights’ violations such as racism, discrimination of minorities, sexism, homophobia, antiziganism, antisemitism, islamophobia, hatred towards foreigners etc. The growth of such tendencies are noticeable both in Germany and in the Balkan states.    
Aims and objectives

The aim of this seminar is to bring together a group of 14 active volunteers from Germany and the Balkans, in order to exchange ideas and experiences on the main topic as well as to further educate, train & empower them with methods how to counteract such tendencies in online-media (social networks, blogs, video-messages etc.), without negating the right to free expression. Ultimately, the hope is for participants to create, promote and sustain an online platform where people can map / report / share all possible cases of hate speech and also secure the adequate reaction. 
Besides that, the training will also provide the opportunity to exchange views on current developments in Germany and the Balkans and also have some fun together.
Concept of the project
The program of the event will be divided into the following main elements:

- Deepening knowledge on the main topics of the training (group work, inputs by experts e.g. journalists, project visits to NGOs focusing on the same issue)
- Training: extensive preparation on how to recognize hate speech, how to report it using the new online tool and how to fight against it
-  Developing the online platform and developing ways to make it sustainable after the stay in Berlin is over 
All participants will be expected and stimulated to contribute to the discussions on the main topics. They will all be asked to present their own examples of hate speech in their own country. 
After the training is completed we hope that the trained promoters will organize events in their home country to promote the online-platform and train more people how to use it.
Recruitment of participants

All participants selected for this project must meet the following criteria:

· be 18 years old or older

· be able to work in English language
· be interested in the training topics and have strong motivation to act as multiplier in the field of promoting peace work;

· preferably have nomination and support (and if possible have been prepared for the project) of the eligible SCI branch or Partner organisation;
· commit to implement the learned knowledge and skills in practice back home;

· commit to report thoroughly the content of the project to other activists of sending organisation;

· commit to actively participate

The first deadline for applications is 1st September. A second deadline is 1st October in case all places are not yet filled. A week after each deadline the decisions will be announced to the applicants.
